Introduction:

Your assignment is to create a book that demonstrates your knowledge of evolution.  Each chapter of your book will cover an aspect about evolution:  the definition, the history of the theory, how evolution works, etc.  In the last chapter, you will choose one animal or group of animals to research.  You will research about the history/ evolution of your chosen group of animals.

This is not supposed to be a complicated report.  Each page should have some written text and pictures/ drawings.  Make sure your answer the questions below for each chapter, however, the design is up to you!  Design the book so that it’s fun to read.

As with any research project, you must include a bibliography at the end.  Remember to keep track of all books, newspapers, magazines, and web sites as you research.
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Procedure:

Each page should include text and at least one picture/ drawing.

Your book should have the following sections:

· Table of Contents

· Chapter 1:  What is evolution?

· Chapter 2:  Charles Darwin and the Theory of Evolution

· Chapter 3: Evidence of Evolution

· Chapter 4:  Natural Selection

· Chapter 5:  (Your choice of animal/ group of animals)

· Bibliography
Chapter 1:

· Define evolution (Don’t use a textbook definition.  Explain it so that a 3rd grader can understand it.)

Chapter 2:

· Who was Charles Darwin?  Describe his personality and some personal history.

· How did Darwin put together his Theory of Evolution?

Chapter 3:

· 2 Examples of Evidence that supports evolution

Chapter 4:

· What is a natural selection?  

· How does natural selection work?

Chapter 5:

· Check in with Tiff about your topic.

· You should include the following information (but you can always add more!)

· Physical characteristics

· Where does this animal live?

· How is this animal adapted to live in its environment?

· What does this animal eat?

· Adaptations to avoid predators?

· Adaptations to reproduce?

· Evolutionary history(  What are some relatives/ ancestors of this animal?
